Description of workshops/tutorials

The User and the GEOSS Architecture II - Applications for Africa

This scientific workshop is focused on the Global Earth Observation System of Systems architecture and how it can meet user
needs.

The workshop will provide a forum for addressing the benefits and challenges of advanced global information system
implementation for societal benefits with specific emphasis on Africa.

The workshop is co-sponsored by the IEEE Geoscience and Remote Sensing Society, the IEEE Aerospace and Electronic
Systems Society, the International Society for Photogrammetry and Remote Sensing, UNOOSA, Open Geospatial Consortium,
NASA, Department of Science and Technology and the University of Johannesburg.

Infrastructure to Service and Application (ISPRS)

The tutorial will explain in a simple, yet thorough way, the essential components that make SDI acting, such as datasets,
clearing house, standards, sharing policy, institutional structure and application, etc. Detailed discussions will focus on how to
improve the usability of the SDI, including data integration/harmonization and approaches for multi-scale vector data,
construction of GIS portal, development of geo-information systems for e-government and public services, etc. Some examples
of SDI application in China will be introduced. The contribution of GeoTerralmage towards venue costs associated with the
tutorial is greatly appreciated.

Acquisition of SDI data from high resolution satellite images (ISPRS)

The tutorial will explain in a simple, but still thorough way, what kind of important geospatial data, especially those related to
Spatial Data Infrastructure, can be derived from high resolution satellite images. We will treat both current and forthcoming
satellite data. Topics dealt with include themes like image quality and sensor modeling, with focus on generation of digital
surface models and orthoimages, and extraction of important topographic objects, like roads and buildings. Results using
extensive datasets and different cases of terrain relief and land cover will be presented. Furthermore, we will present a software
system for processing of high resolution satellite imagery. We acknowledge and appreciate the contribution of GeoTerralmage
towards venue costs associated with the tutorial.
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
